Helping Hand
The Learning Center (LC) offers an array of services designed to meet 
a variety of individual academic needs. We find that the Center can 
benefit not only students who are experiencing academic difficulty 
but also with ‘A’ students who want to maintain their high GPA.  If 
you feel like the Learning Center would benefit your student, we 
suggest that you encourage your son or daughter to take advantage 
of our services.

The LC provides FREE assistance with basic skills, college reading 
skills, study skills, and test-taking skills. The staff can assist with 
the implementation of an individualized plan tailored to a student’s 
specific needs.  In addition, the Learning Center also offers the fol-
lowing resources:

• Study Skills Appointments—Test-taking/test anxiety, learning 
styles, college reading, note-taking, time management, memory, 
root words. 

• Standardized Exam Prep—Assistance preparing for the GWPE, 
GRE, CBEST and the limited assistance with LSAT, MCAT and 
GMAT.  

• Reading Assistance—Individual assistance with reading speed, 
comprehension, and vocabulary development 

• Basic Skills—Review of grammar, spelling and punctuation, 
basic math, and language skills including English as a Second 
Language (ESL).

Our hours are 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday.  We are 
located in House 71 (Library Circle), (707) 826-5217.  The Learning 
Center staff looks forward to meeting all the Humboldt students.

Tutoring Services—For a fee (about $10.00 per hour), the Tutorial 
Lab provides one-to-one course-specific tutorial support. 

The Tutorial Lab also provides free Group Tutoring (for 1-2 hours 
per week) for groups of 3 or more students in the same class. Free 
Math Drop-in Tutoring is provided by the Math Dept and Learning 
Center utilizing Graduate math students, Tutorial Lab undergraduate 
tutors and math instructors.

The Humboldt State University Computing Sciences Department 
in collaboration with local tribes, on-campus native student sup-
port programs and various community agencies launched a new 
grant sponsored program designed to prepare Native American 
students for employment opportunities in tribal communities. 

The Coalition for American Indians in Computing (CAIC) project 
consists of a three week on campus residential program which 
focuses on pre-college academic training, tools for developing 
and securing tribal internships and career planning.

CAIC hosted 29 Native Students from across the US during its 
inaugural summer program in 2007. During their time on cam-
pus CAIC participants studied geographic information systems, 
robotics and large scale wireless networking deployments. They 
also met with tribal leaders, learning about the native history of 
this area and practicing cultural arts.  The program is open to 
Native American students at HSU, but it is also a program that 
draws non HSU students to our campus to receive mentoring, 
training and support from HSU staff, faculty and local Native 
American community leaders. Of the 29 participants, at least 5 
will be remaining at HSU as new or continuing students.

The CAIC Project has been designed to integrate traditional 
Tribal values into the higher education system. The purpose 
is to promote individual development of American Indian stu-
dents who are trained in Computer and Information Sciences 
or related fields. CAIC graduates are well prepared to function 
in and combine the dual worlds of a high technology society 
and their own tribal heritage. These students will be a valuable 
resource to the ongoing development of Native American tribes 
and communities and will support tribal sovereignty and self 
determination.
